Homework Plan 2014-15
S1-

· Pupils will read texts of their choosing for a minimum of an hour every week.

· Pupils will have a reading log glued into their red Literacy and Homework jotters which will be signed by parents on a weekly basis.

· Logs will be checked by teachers on a monthly basis and reading club will be available for pupils who are not finding the time to read at home.

Pupils will engage in book reviews and the research project as previously in order to provide them with an opportunity to demonstrate their critical reading skills independently. 

S2 

· Pupils will read texts of their choosing for a minimum of an hour every week, selecting a variety of texts from the S2 ‘ menu’ which will be glued into their red literacy and homework jotters. They will  each genre they select to provide a record of the variety of texts they have selected.
· Parents will sign the ‘menu’ whenever pupils complete a text.
· Pupils will select and complete tasks from the ‘task menu’ as teacher requires- one a month seems reasonable. A weightier task from the 3rd column of choices can be completed once a term.
S3

· Pupils can experience the ‘text and task’ homework as S2 above but some teachers may wish to introduce the newspaper homework task – or equivalent- as a gradual preparation for N4/5- see below.

S3 Text Homework

1. Select a text you think is effective and consider its purpose and intended audience.

2. Record new words and their meanings in your orange Vocabulary and Spelling jotter.

3. Analyse an effective example of word choice (PEE).

4. Analyse an effective example of sentence structure (PEE).

5. Analyse an effective example of imagery (PEE).

6. Analyse an effective link in the writer’s argument (PEE).

7. Summarise in your own words the writer’s ideas or point of view.
